Comply with the Model Energy Code (MEC).  For roofing envelope, the code provides a simple formula as the prescribed method, the Roof Heat Gain Factor (RHGF).  The requirement for opaque roof surfaces is a maximum RHGF of 0.05.  Basically, the Energy Code for roofing gives credits for absorptivity U-value (some rigid insulation is needed), and radiant barriers.


The formula for roofs as outlined in the Energy Code:

RHGF = U x a x RB

U = the U-value of the roof construction

a = the absorptivity of the roof surface

RB = radiant barrier
Application of the formula for each variable is clearly defined in Chapter 3, Building Envelope.
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
